Ring Report 

 

Magic 101 was not offered before the regular September meeting since the Close-Up Contest was scheduled for the evening.  

Mike Niehaus, the President, asked members to share their thoughts about the recent Midwest Magic Jubilee.  The members 

felt this Jubilee was the ñBest Ever.ò  All the evening shows were excellent, the lectures were superb, the close-up and stage 

contests were extraordinary, etc.  The Jubilee will again take place during the Labor Day Weekend at the Renaissance St. 

Louis next year. Several attendees pre-registered at the event and are looking forward to attending next year.  The plans for the 

Jubilee have already begun and it should be even better than this year!  The joint Presidentôs Banquet (IBM Ring 1 and SAM 

Assembly 8) will take place on September 15th.  Chris Raymond will entertain the members. Members were encouraged to 

attend. 

 

Mike announced that the members would be voting for the winners in the Close-Up contest.  Terry Richison, who was 

scheduled to head the contest, was not able to attend due to a family emergency.  The contestants each picked a card in order 

to determine the order in which they would perform.  First, John Davit performed a clever card routine.  He had a member pick a 

card and then put it back in the deck.  John positioned the cards to look like a gun and the chosen card flew out magically.  He 

then performed his 4 Ace Trick, which was one of the first effects he learned over 55 years ago.  He tried to convince everyone 

that the Ace of Spades is the trickiest Ace in the deck since it is heavier because it has more printing on it.  He was able to hold 

the Aces face down and somehow made then turn face up.  Next, he was able to find all four Aces in the Deck in different ways.  

Next, Steve Queen performed a routine which confirmed that two people can have a special connection.  He had Sister Michael 

Therese pick a card and told her to write her name on it.  He then tore a corner off of the card and put it in his mouth and 

chewed it.  He then put the rest of the card in his mouth and magically the card, when he took it out of his mouth, was in one 

piece.  He then took a card and wrote his name on it and Sister wrote her name on the card she picked.  Sister put her card in 

her mouth and Steve put his card in his mouth.  Magically, they both changed places.  Jenny then offered to assist Steve with 

his last effect.  She chose a card and put it back in the deck.  He then produced a handful of balloons.  He threw the deck at the 

balloons and magically the deck ended up inside the balloon.  Then he pulled the chosen card out of the balloon.  Steve 

Finkelstein was the third performer.  He explained that he was a cheat and one should never gamble with a cheat.  First, he 

performed an effect using background music.  He had 4 glasses with cards in each.  The card facing the audience was always 

an ace.  As he picked up each stack, the ace disappeared.  When he picked up the cards in the last glass and showed them to 

the audience, the members were amazed!  These cards were all Aces.  He then chose Sister to assist him who promised that 

she never gambles.  Sister assured him that she never gambles.  He used a deck of cards and told Sister to pick a number, 

which she said was 22.  She counted down 22 cards and then shuffled the cards.  He then gave Sister lots of paper bills to bet 

with.  He then told her that he bet that the first two cards would be black and red.  He continued to have Sister bet but he put 

the cards in different combinations until the cards were gone.  Each time Sister used his money to bet.  At the end, he revealed 

the cards and they were all positioned as he had promised.  No one could figure out how he did this.  The members now 

knowðnever gamble with Steve because you will always lose.  Darrell Peplow, one of the newer members, was next.  He told 

the members that he previously lived in Moline, Illinois and was a member of Ring 11.  He moved to St. Louis three years ago.  

He had a board listing columns of different words.  Silly Jilly volunteered to assist Darryl.  He told her to think of one of the 

words, but not to tell anyone.  He then had cards with letters printed on them. He then told Silly Jilly to tell him if the first letter of 

her word was on the card.  He then continued showing her cards with letters and she told him if the letters were in her word.  

Amazingly, he was able to tell her each time the word she thought of.  He explained that this was his version of Phil Smithôs 

Stegosaurus.  Finally, Chad Jacobs performed his routine.  He told the audience that he began learning magic when he was 

seven years old.  Dave offered to assist Chad.  First, Chad showed Dave a business card that appeared blank.  Dave couldnôt 

see anything on it but the audience could.  He then flipped it and Dave was able to read it.  He then used a small Rubikôs cube.  

He turned around and Dave put his favorite color on top.  Each time Dave flipped the cube, Chad was able to tell him which 

color was on top.  Then Chad threw a beach ball to the members.  The first person who caught it picked a suite and then they 

threw the ball to someone else.  This person picked the number.  He then told everyone to take out their cell phones.  They 

were instructed to search for the link he shared with them.  Amazingly, the card selected was revealed in the personôs eye at 

this website.  This effect amazed everyone! 

 

Members were told to vote for their top three performers.  The winners would be announced at the banquet.  Therefore, 

everyone was encouraged to make reservations.

1. GRANTS CHAIR SUSPENSION MAGIC ILLUSIONð

$125.00: 2 Wooden chairs, Flat board, Covering, In 

suitcase box with handle, Girl suspended on board 

supported at one end on one chair 

2. YOGANO STOOL SUSPENSION MAGIC ILLUSIONð

$150.00: Includes stool, platform and plastic poles Girl 

stands on stool, poles put next to both arms for support, 

stool removed, then one pole, then the second pole---

girl is suspended---poles and stool then replaced, girl 

steps off stool 

3. BOW SAW THROUGH SPECTATOR MAGIC 

ILLUSION $150.00: Includes bow saw, stocks and flat 

board Spectator lays on board, stocks put across 

midsection, pieces of wood put through openings 

in stocks, bow saw is then used to cut through wood 

and spectator, stocks are removed, spectator sits up 

and bow saw is then removed from around spectator 

4. STEINMEYER---THE LADY IN THE PUZZLE MAGIC 

ILLUSIONð$500.00; Six large puzzle pieces fit into a 

24 inch square frame.  The frame is not very deep. The 

puzzle pieces are placed into the frame, and 

rearranged several times to make different 

pictures.  Finally, when all pieces are removed, an 

assistant makes her appearance. Other variations 

include placing the assistant into the frame and then the 

six puzzle pieces are added. They are rearranged, at 

one point even with the front door of the frame 

open. There is apparently no place for the assistant to 

hide. Finally after the third rearrangement of the puzzle 

pieces, they are removed and the lady reappears 

5.  ABBOTTôS TEMPLE OF BENARES MAGIC 

ILLUSIONð$400.00; The temple is shown, the top is 

opened and assistant steps inside and top is closed, 

many swords are put through the temple, the front is 

opened and the temple is shown with the swords in it 

but the assistant has vanished, the temple is turned 

around completely to show no assistant, the front is 

then closed, the swords removed, the top is opened 

and girl reappears.  

6. MAGICIAN/ASSISTANT ESCAPES FROM BEING
